A full yoghurt container l 
will buy 1/2 hour of kidney dialysis for someone who can’t afford it. When 
the container is full, drop it off at our office and we’ll give it to our volunteer 
who coordinates this project. 

• When you see anything that could be used by teachers such as Sharpies, 
reams of paper, tissues, pencils on a really great sale (and sometimes free 
when you get the rebate) or at a yard sale, pick them up for the Teacher’s 
Supply Give Away that we coordinate every August. 

• If you have any yarn that you do not plan to use, one of our volunteers 
makes baby blankets for children that are picked up by DHS and brought to 
foster homes. Another volunteer makes slippers for people who need them. 

• If you have eye glasses that you no longer use, drop them off at our office 
and we’ll get them to organizations that reuse them for people who can’t 
afford to buy them. 

• Old cell phones can be mailed to Cell Phones For Soldiers. They are paid 
for these phones and the money is used to buy phone cards so soldiers 
can call home. Go to their website at www.cellphonesforsoldiers.com and 
you can even print out a free postage paid shipping label. 

• Donate nice women’s used clothes to the Altrusa Career Closet to help 
women get back in the work force. Call 754-6979 for information.
